The City of Edgewater, and the Edgewater Police Department, are committed to working with the community to ensure the highest possible quality of life for all of us.  As such, the Police Department is working with the City’s Code Enforcement Officer to respond to issues in the community that have the potential to negatively impact the quality of life.  The response will be driven by complaints received from residents and by pro-active enforcement by the Code Enforcement Officer and the Police Department.   

The first step in the enforcement process is to educate the communjty about the Edgewater Municipal Code requirements to encourage voluntary compliance.  Although all sections of the Edgewater Municipal Code are subject to enforcement, the initial enforcement effort will be directed at unregistered, abandoned and junk vehicles on public streets.  

Unregistered vehicles on a public street or on public property may be cited for a violation of Section 7-3-20 of the Edgewater Municipal Code (EMC) under the definition of a vehicle in a non-operating condition in Section 7-1-10 of the EMC that includes “…any vehicle not bearing a valid current registration license plate.”  EMC Section 7-3-20 makes it unlawful to “…leave any abandoned or junked vehicle not in operating condition on any street or highway within the City.”  The citation issued does not have to be personally served on the owner of the vehicle; it can be a parking citation placed on the vehicle.  

Abandoned or junked vehicles parked on the City streets and public property will be issued a written notice by the Code Enforcement Officer that the vehicle must be moved within a specified time to be determined by the Code Enforcement Officer but no less than twenty-four (24) hours.  

If the Code Enforcement Officer determines that the vehicle has not been moved within the specified time, he will contact the Police Department to issue a citation.  The citation does not have to be personally served on the owner of the vehicle; it can be a parking citation placed on the vehicle.

It is our sincere hope that the Police Department will not have to issue citations for these violations because the community will embrace voluntary compliance.
